Alaska Judicial Council Recommendation
Judge John R. Lohff, District Court, Anchorage

I. Judicial Council Evaluation. The Alaska Judicia Council, a non-partisan citizens commission established by the
Alaska Constitution, finds Judge Lohff to be Qualified and recommends unanimously (6-0) that the public vote " YES'
to retain him as adistrict court judge.

1. Summary of Evaluation I nformation. In asurvey sent to all 2,604 attorneysin Alaska, Judge Lohff was rated in the
good range on overal judicial performance (3.9, see graph). He scored highest in the categories of “conduct free from
impropriety” (4.2) and “courtesy” (4.2). He scored 3.7 or better in all sixteen categories.
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A survey of all 1,338 peace and probation officers in Alaska rated Judge Lohff in the excellent range on overal judicid
performance (4.2, see graph). He scored highest in the category of “courtesy” (4.4). He scored 4.1 or better in all thirteen
categories.

A survey of al jurors appearing before Judge Lohff in 1996 and 1997 rated him in the excellent range (4.7) on overall
performance. A survey of all court employees rated him in the excellent range (4.3) on overal performance. The
CourtWatch Report prepared by Victims for Justice gave Judge Lohff a 4.0 overall rating.
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Recommendation: Vote “YES” to retain Judge Lohff
