Alaska Judicial Council Recommendation
Judge Niesje J. Steinkruger, Superior Court, Fairbanks

I. Judicial Council Evaluation. The Alaska Judicia Council, a non-partisan citizens commission established by the
Alaska Congtitution, finds Judge Steinkruger to be Qualified and recommends unanimously (6-0) that the public vote
"YES' toretain her as a superior court judge.

1. Summary of Evaluation Information. In a survey sent to al 2,604 attorneys in Alaska, Judge Steinkruger was rated
in the good range on overdl judicial performance (3.7, see graph). She scored highest in the category of “conduct free
from impropriety” (4.0). She scored 3.6 or better in all sixteen categories.
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A survey of al 1,338 peace and probation officers in Alaska rated Judge Steinkruger in the excellent range on overall
judicia performance (4.0, see graph). She scored highest in the categories of “conduct free from impropriety” (4.1),
“courtesy” (4.1), “human understanding and compassion” (4.1), “ability to control courtroom” (4.1), and “consideration
of al relevant factorsin sentencing” (4.1). She scored 3.7 or better in all thirteen categories.

A survey of al jurors appearing before Judge Steinkruger in 1996 and 1997 rated her in the excellent range (4.8) on
overal performance. A survey of all court employees rated her in the good range (3.9) on overall performance.
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Recommendation: Vote “YES” to retain Judge Steinkruger
